Roure Crozes-Hermitage Rouge 2023

From a granitic site north of Hermitage
planted in 1945, the 2023 Crozes-Hermitage
Domaine De Roure was aged 12 months in
20% new French oak barrels. Red and black
fruits, leafy herbs, pepper, and violet notes
all shine here, and it’s medium-bodied, with
a supple, layered mouthfeel, fine polished
tannins, and outstanding length. I love its
overall balance, and while it’s not massively
concentrated, this beauty will age gracefully
for two decades if well stored. Drink
2026-2043.
