Crafted from vines planted on clay, schist
and sandy soils, the 2023 Crozes-Hermitage
Domaine de Roure is brooding and
introverted, marked by notes of oak
complemented by dark berries and spices.
Medium- to full-bodied, dense and
structured, it’s built around a firm core of
fruit with a noticeable imprint of élevage,
leading to a somewhat firm finish. From
this cooler terroir of Roure, it will benefit
from one to two years in the cellar to fully
open.
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
